We are sure we also 
speak for the Henry Fork Service Center and SML  Good Neighbors in conveying this gratitude.  Bethle-
hem is a wonderful, giving and supportive family.  We are blessed.  ð Sandy, Don, Bill and Carolyn 
 
Early Response Team (ERT)  We now have six trained leaders in our church and are still looking for 
members who might like to get involved in this area of work.  Emergency Response Team are called into 
areas impacted by hurricanes, flooding, tornadoes and other natural disasters, after the area has been made 
safe by first responders.  This is a ónicheô of the UMC!  FEMA and other state and local agencies know 
which churches and organizations specialize in various aspects of relief such as feeding, food or water dis-
tribution, clothing distribution, and (this is us!) preventing further damage plus cleaning up.  What we do is 
first and foremost, provide a caring Christian presence in the aftermath of a disaster!  Second, we might 
tarp roofs, remove debris and cleanout and clear out damaged homes.  We do not make repairs ð that is 
the work of Volunteers in Mission (VIM) teams, usually much later.  We only work for three days at a time 
because the work can be emotionally and physically demanding.  However, we are smart and take frequent 
rest breaks, recognizing our own limitations as well as our teammates.  We donôt just need strong backs 
and willing helpers - each team has a designated Base Camp Manager who makes sure we are well fed and 
cared for and a Listener who makes sure to talk and listen to the survivors and the team itself.  However, 
everyone is asked to listen to the survivors, as our caring Christian presence is so important, and the work 
can always be done later.  If you are interested in ERT training, we will organize a class (need at least 
eight to have it in Moneta), just let Carolyn Koontz know! 
 
Hurricane Florence Recovery - North Carolina was hit so badly by Florence and then Michael that they 
are asking ERT trained leaders to bring teams of volunteers, ERT trained or not.  November 7-11, we have 
another trip to Beaufort, NC planned.  Accommodations will be at Ann Street UMC; there are showers 
there!  Weôll be in a hard hit area known as óDown Eastô.

The Owsley County, KY Mission Team banded together October 13-19, some doing double-duty while in 
this county.  We learned public grants have helped the school system greatly with supplies and renovations; 
however, the elementary school doesnôt have any teacher aids, and itôs hard to teach children of their deso-
late backgrounds to help improve their reading and math skills.   Did we Help?   We think so.    This is part 
of a 20-year goal for this area so the process is slow. 

We helped teachers with their classrooms, students with their reading and math, we ólovedô on the teachers 
in different ways, worshipped at the local Methodist church and helped the new pastor of this church re-
build part of another Methodist church he pastors.   
 
The team wants to particularly thank Maeganôs youth for the goodie bags the children made us for our long 
ride, the bread pudding made by David Shea, the wonderful stew made by Lyn Carroll of Patmos Church 
and all the time invested and cooking done by Sandra Burriss.   We really appreciate everyoneôs prayers 
and blessings.

With two 
separate small ($100) seed grants from the Moneta Garden Club, she was able to stretch this small amount 
of money with purchases to enhance our outdoor curriculum and share her knowledge with the entire pre-
school.  
 
Mrs. Elmer was recognized for these leadership efforts in October at the Moneta Garden Club meet-
ing.  News was also shared at that time, about a new grant from the Virginia Garden Club.  Bethelehem 
United Methodist Preschool received grant money that will help expand what our program is able to do with 
the children and will include creating a small raised bed community garden.

 ñAlso you shall observe the Feast of the Harvest of the first fruits of your 
labors from what you sow in the fields; also the Feast of the Ingathering at 
the end of the year when you gather in the fruit of your labors from the 
field.ò   Exodus 23:16 
 

Everybody that loves pumpkin pie surely must love finishing off their Thanksgiving feast with a slice or two 
topped high with whipped cream.  It is called over-indulgence, and for most of us, it is an acceptable behav-
ioral trait at this time of year!  The time each year, we give thanks for all we have to the One that made it all 
possible.  A time of year we think of gathering the family together to celebrate our love for each other and re-
flect upon all those that have passed or are unable to make it. Too bad we do not feast more often in each oth-
erôs love and memories of times past.  Luke 15:23-24 reminds us of the perfect reason to feast with the return 
of the prodigal son:  ñéand bring the fattened calf, kill it, and let us eat and celebrate; for this son of mine 
was dead and has come to life again, he was lost and has been found. And they began to celebrate.ò  Maybe 
God celebrates each year for all those that were óborn againô.  Maybe He is rejoicing every second! 
 

Consuming more food than one can possible imagine is not the only way to feast.  Jeremiah 15:16 states:  
ñYour words were found, and I ate them, and your words became to me a joy and the delight of my heart, for I 
am called by your name, O Lord, God of hosts.ò  Melody Beattie, an alcoholic by age 12 and a recovered 
junkie, gives us insight into what feasting on life itself can look like:  ñGratitude unlocks the fullness of life.  
It turns what we have into enough, and more.  It turned denial into acceptance, chaos to order, confusion to 
clarity.  It can turn a meal into a feast, a house into a home, a stranger into a friend.ò  This Thanksgiving let 
us rejoice in those that have seen the light.  Feasting on our spiritual soul as well as our human needs.  Reach-
ing out to those in need and lending a hand to a stranger that may just turn out to be our saving grace.  And the 
real beauty of this is that it does not have to occur annually, just like God, let us be ready 24/7.
